
 

POLICY 
I. Residents must not be required to engage in moonlighting activities. 

II. A resident who participates in such professional activities or “moonlighting,” must have prior 
written permission by the program director and chair of the department. Such approval shall be 
made part of the resident’s permanent file. 

III. Residents must be in good standing to moonlight, therefore, residents on performance 
improvement, remediation, or probation may NOT moonlight. 

IV. All moonlighting MUST be counted toward the 80-hour weekly limit on duty hours. 

V. A copy of the request and approval must be provided (either hard copy or electronically) to the 
Office of Graduate Medical Education (GME) for both internal and external moonlighting activities. 
The associated dean must sign off on all approvals. 

updated list shall be provided to the Office of GME upon request. 

VII. Program directors are responsible for monitoring residents' performance for effects of these 
activities upon performance. Each program director must ensure that moonlighting does not 
interfere with the integrity of the residents' training program. The program director has the 
ultimate authority to deny or rescind permission for moonlighting. 

VIII. It is the responsibility of the program director to formulate a formal moonlighting policy for his/her 
program and to provide a copy to the Office of GME upon request. 

IX. The schedule of these activities should not in any way interfere with the residents’ performance in 
the residency-training program. Residents must maintain their caseload and their academic 
performance. Moonlighting cannot occur while on call or during regular work hours (including 
night shift/night float). 

X. A resident must obtain a State of Nevada unrestricted license, professional liability insurance 
(that meets the requirements of the Kirk Kerkorian School of Medicine at UNLV), and a DEA 
number for use in activities not related to his/her residency program. All external moonlighting 
must be approved by the Nevada State Board of Medical Examiners for those residents with a 
restricted license as detailed in Nevada Revised Statute (NRS) 630.265.
